Should | Send My Child

to School Today?

The age-old question parents have asked themselves
for years! Should | keep my child home? Is he/she too
sick for school? How sick is too sick?

If you child has any of the following symptoms, keep
him/her at home, or make appropriate child care ar-
rangements:

Diarrhea -two or more times in the last 24 hours
Vomiting -two or more times in the last 24 hours
Rash -if undiagnosed or contagious

Thick drainage from the eyes

Sore throat, especially with fever and swollen
glands. If diagnosed as strep throat, student may
return to school after being on antibiotics for 24
hours.

Fever in the past 24 hours
free for 24 hours)
Communicable diseases -head lice, scabies, mea-
sles, mumps, rubella, chicken pox, strep throat and/
or scarlet fever, pink eye, ringworm and impetigo. If
you child is diagnosed with a communicable disease,
keep him/her at home and inform the school office.

Bringing a child to school with any of the above
symptoms places other children and staff at risk. Keep-
ing sick children home will, in the long run, result in
having stronger, healthier, and happier children and
fewer lost work days for parents.
