1. What is the Sign Off? It is for any High School student who takes 

ASL 1, 2, 3, or 4 that would like to showcase their ASL skills in a 
sign off competition state wide. 

 
2. When?  On Saturday April 17th, 2010.  Door opens at 8:00 A.M to 

11:30 A.M. for those that would like to practice their presentations 
with the judges and receive feedback.  Competition begins at 1:00 
PM 

 
3. Where?  Federal Way High School, Federal Way, WA. 
 
4. What are the categories? Seven categories: 1. Individual Finger 

spelling 2. Individual Number stories 3. Individual Hand shape 
stories 4. Individual ABC stories 5. Individual Storytelling 6. Group 
skits 7. Group ABC Stories   

 
5. What are the rules for sign off? Each category will have either a 

2 minute or 3 minute time limit.  You will be evaluated on 
professionalism, presentation, expression, knowledge, creativity, 
and timeliness.  

 
6. Cost? Individual Early Bird registration is $25.00 by 03/15/2010, 

$35.00 after 03/15/2010 and before cut-off date 03/31/2010.  
Group Early Bird registration is $35.00 by 03/15/2010, $45.00 after 
03/15/2010 and before cut-off date 03/31/2010.

An interpreter will be provided at main 
event awards. As a courtesy to the presenters, judges, and 
moderator, we ask that no one use their voice during the 
presentations.
