Help your child take the assessments seri-
ously, but try not to panic.  Think about your 
child’s test day routine in advance.  Try to 
make sure your child gets to school on time.   
Allow for your child to discuss the testing ex-
perience. 
 
I know the teachers have not been teach-
ing to the test, but they have done a won-
derful job imbedding the state standards 
in your child’s education.

Federal Way ECEAP 
 
Federal Way ECEAP (Early Childhood Education 
and Assistance Program) and Federal Way Head 
Start provide free preschool education, health 
and nutrition services, and family support to eligi-
ble low-income children and their families.  Eligi-
bility for these programs is based on the child’s 
age and family annual income.  Priority is given to 
children turning age four prior to September 1st of 
the school year, with limited space available for 
three-year-old children.
